Fresident’s Order No, 23 of 1973
BANGLADESH WILD LIFE (PRESERVATION) QRDER, 1973

WHEREAS it is expedient o provide for the preservution, conservation and
manggement of wild life in Bangladesh;

W, THEREFORE, in pursuance of parugraph 3 of the Fourth Schedule to the
Constitution of the People’s Republic of Bangladesh, and in exercise of all
powers enabling n'm in that behalf, the President is pleased to make the

fallowing Oriler :—

{. () This Order may be called the Bangladesh Wild Life (Preservationy
Order, 1973.

(2} It extends to the whole of Bangladesh,

(3) It shall come into force at once,



2. In this Order, unless there is anylhing repugnant in the subject or <on-
text,—

(@) “capture” means the taking alive ¢f any wild animal;

(b) ““dealer”, in relation to animals, trophies or meat, means any person
who, in course of trade or business carried on by him whether on
his own behalf or on behalf of any other person,—

(i) sells, purchases or barters any animal, trophy or meat; or

(i) cuts, carves, polishes, preserves, clecans, mounts or otherwise prepaces
any animal’s trophy or meat; or

uii) manufactures any article from trophies or meat;

(¢) “game reserve’” means an area declared by the Government as such for
the protection of wild life and increase in the population of impor-
tant species whereip capturipg of wild animals shail be unlawful;

(4) “Government” means the Government of the Deople’s Repulliv ol
Bangladesh ;

{¢) “‘hunt” means—
() killing, capturing, poisoning, snaring and trapping of any wild animal
and zny alempt to dv so; ur
(i) driving apy wild animal for any of the purposes specified in sub-
clause (f}; or
(iii) injuring or destroylng or taking any part of the body of such wild
apimal or taking of nests or ¢ggs of wild birds aud raptiles;

(f) “licence’”, “special licence”, “permit” and “special permit” mean,
respectively, a licence, a special licence, a permit or a special permiv
granted or issued under thts Order or the rules made thereunder;

) “meat” means fat, blood, flesh or any edible part of an animal,
whether fresh or preserved ;

(k) “‘national park” means comparatively large areas of outstanding scenic
and natural beauty with the primary object of protection and preser-
vation of scenery, flora and fauna in the natural state to which access
for public recreation and education apd research may be allowed :

(i) “offence” means an offence pumishable under this Order or under any
rule made thereunder;

(j) “‘officer’” means any person appointed in this behalf to carry out all or
any of the purposes of this Order or to do anything required by
this Order or any rule made thereunder to be done by an officer,
and includes a Forest Officer as_defined in clause (2) of section 2 of
the Forest Aci, 1927 (Act Nu. XVT of 1927}, and an officer autho-
tised to carry out such purpose or to do such thing as the Govern-
ment may specify;

(k) “‘prescribed” means prescribed by rules made under this Order:

() “‘private game reserve” means an arew or private land set aside by the
owner thercof for the same purpose as a game teserve and declzred
as such under Article 24;



(m) “schedule” means a Schedule appended to this Order;

(#) “‘trophy’” means any dead animal or any horn, antler, tooth, tusk, bone,
claw, hoof, skin, hair, feather, egg, shell or other durable part of an
animal whether or mot inciuded in a manufactured or processed
article;

{0} “wild animal’ means any vertebrate creature, other than human bzings
and animals of usually demesticated species or fish, and includes the
eggs of birds and reptiles; and

(g} “wild life sanctuary” means an area closed to hunting. shooting or
trapping of wild animals and declared as such under Article 23 bv
the Government as undisturbed breeding ground primarily for the
protection of wild life inclusive of all natural resources, such as
vegetation, soil, and water,

3. (1) The Government may, for the purpases of this Order, appsint such
officers and honorary officers to assist the officers as it comsiders necessary.

(2) Except as otherwise prescribed, an honorary officer shall exercise all the
powers of ao officer and shall hold office for a period of three years unless
his appuintment is carlicr revoked,

4, () As soon as may be, after the coming into force of this Order, the
Government shall constitute, by notification in the official Gazette, 3 Board.
to be called as the Bangladesh Wild Life Advisory Board, consisting of such
members as the (sovernment tiay deem necessary 10 appeint.

2) The Bangladesh Wild Life Advisory Board shall perform such functions
as the Government may assign to it.

5. (D) The wild apimals specified in the First Schedule to this Order shall
be known as “game animals” and shall not be huated, killed ot eaptured,
save in accordance with the terms of a permut issued under this Order,

(2) The wild animals specified in the Third Schedule to this Order shall
be known as “‘Protected Animals™ aud shall not be hunted, killed or captured
save as otherwise expressly provided in this Order.

5. (1) No person shall—

(a) (/) hunt any wild animalby means of a set-gun, drop spear, deadfall,
gun trap, an explosive projectile bomb, grenade, electrical contri-
vances, a baited hook or any cther trap whatsoever;

(if) hunt any game animal by means of an automatic weapon of a calibre
used by the Bangladesh Army, Sangladesh Rifie or Police Foree, a
shot gun, rifle of 22 calibre or less, or a projectile contzining any
drug or chemical substance having the property of agesthetising,
paralysing, stupifying or rendering an animal crippled whether
partly or totally:

(5) (i) use any motoc vehicle, motor driven vessel, watercraft of any type
or aireraft or any other manually or mechanically propelled vehicle
of any type to pursue any game amimal, or to drive or stampede
game animals for amy purpose whatsoever;



(@) use or have in his possession any poison or like injurious substance
for the purpose of hunting a game ammal:

Uii) shoot any game ammal from auny aircraft, motor vehicle, rail trolley
cart, boats or any kind of watercraft or any other conveyance;

(v} hunt with the help of live decoys, call birds or any other artificial
' contrivances; '

(¢) construct or use or have in his possession amy pitfall, game pit, trench
or simular excavation or any fence or enclosure, or set fire to any
vegetation or any other contrivance for the purpose of hunting any
game animal.

(2) It shall not be an offence to use a motor vehicle or aircraft to drive
any wild animal away from an aerodrome or airstrip when such action is
necessary to ensure the safety of aircraft using that aerodrome.

(3} The officer authorised in this behalf may. at his discretion. grant capture
licence and allow employment of a method of hunting specified in clause (/).

7. No person shall possess or use Hawks for hawking, or possess or use

dogs for coursing, the game animails specified in the First Schedule except
under a special licence issued for the purpose under this Order,

8. (I) If, in any place, any wild anima] whether protected or game animal
or meat or trophy of such wild ammal which is found dead or dying or
which has been killed or caught or bred in captivity or kept in possession of
any body by any wweuns otheiwise dun in accordarce with the provisicns of
this Order shall be the property of the Government.

{2) No person shall. by any means, acquire or keep in his possession or
custody or control, or transfer to any person by way of gift or sale. or
destroy, or otherwise damage. such Governmeat property without previous
written permission from the authorised officer.

9. () As soon as this Order comes into force, any person having, before
the enforcement of this Order. the control or custody or possession, by any
means of any wild animal, meat or trophy. shall within 30 days from the date
of commencement of this Order, declare to the authorised officer the place.
number and description of such wild animal, meat or trophy, '

(2) On receipt of such declaration, the authorised wfficer shail enwr wpou
the premises of such person in the prescribed manner and such person shail
produce the declared wild animal, meat or trophy for inspection and verifica-
tion before such officer; and if the declaration is found correcr, the authorised
officer shall fix upon or put such mark of registration on such wild animai,
meat or trophy as may be prescribed as lawlul possession,

(3) No person shail counterfeit, exchange or in any way interfera with any

mark of reeistration fixed or put on by ihe authorised officer on any wild
animal, meai or trophy.

(4) The authorised officer shail, on being satisfied that the requirements
of clauses (1) and (2) have been fuifiled. issue. in the prescribed manner, a
Certificate of Lawful Possession of such wild aRimal, meat or trophy.



(5) The authorised officer may, pending legal action, seize any wild animal,
meat or trophy which has not been legally acquired or imported under this
Order,

10. Any person who—

(o) fails to make a declacation under clause (/) of Article 9, or
(b) conceals in such declaration any material fact, or

(¢) counterfeits, exchanges or inany way interferes with any mark of regis-
teation fived or put on any wild animat. meat or trophy, for which
a Certificate of Lawful Possession has been issued, or alters or in
any way changes a certificate or ownership,

shall be guilty of an offence.

11. (/) No person shail transfer by gift, sale or otherwise to apy other
person any wild animal. meat or trophy of any kind unless he is in possession
of a certificate of Lawful Possession in respect thereof,

(2) No person shall receive by gift, purchase or otherwisc any wild animal.
trophy or meat unjess he receives at the same time a valid Certificate of
Lawful Possession in respect thereof.

12. ({) No person shall import or attempt to import into Bangladesh any
live wild animal of an endemic or exotic species, or any trophy or meat of
a kind specifted in the Second Schedule,—

(/) except through a custome port of eniry;

(if) unless he produces to the Customs Officer satisfactory proof that such
wild animal, trophy or meat has been lawfully exported from the
couniry of export:

(iii) unless he produces an Import Permit issued by the Government under
this Order,

(2) It shall bc the duty of a Custowms Officer v detain any live wild
animal or any trophy or meat of any kind specified in the Second Schedule
until the documents cequired by clause (/) have been produced to him: and if
those documents are not produced within 4 reasonable time, the wild animal,
trophy or meat. shallbe forfeited and disposed of according to the instruction
of the officer authonsed in this behalf by the Government.

13. (f) No person shall export or attempt to export any wild animal,
trophy or meat excepr those mentioned in the First Schedule,

(i) except through 2 customs port of exit;

(ii} unless he produces to the Customs Officer an Export Permit issued under
this Order by the authorised oBicer,



(2) An officer authosised by the Government in this behal{ may issue, or
refuse 1o lssue without assigning any reason, an Export Permit to the Lawful
Possession of any wild animal, trophy or meat of any Kind specified in the
First Scheduie, and it case of receipt of such Export Permit the owner of
the wild animal, trophy or meat shalt immediately surrender 10 the said officer
the Certificate of Lawful Possession refating thereta,

14, (1) Neothing in this Qrder shail apply to any wild animal, trophy or
meat in transit through Bangladesh:

Provided that the amimal, trophy or meat—
(i) shall be accompanied by the necessary transit customs documents;

(if) shall be entered through a customs port of entry;

(iif) shdll not be unloaded from the ship oy mowr vehivle oo any cairier
on which it is being carried, or in the case of air transport, it
shall not leave the precinets of the airport at which it is landed
or transhipped without being checked nor shall, except in the case
of custorns warchouse, remain in such precinets for more than
48 hours.

15. (I) No person shali, with a view to carryving on a profession, trade or
business, buy, sell or otherwise deal in wild animals, trophies or meat. or pro-
cess or manufacture goonds or articles from such trophies or meat unless he is
in possession of a valid permit, hereinafter called a Dealer’s Permit, issued for
the purpose by an officer authorised in this behaif,

(2) An officer authorised in this behalf may grant, or refuse to grant without
assigning any reason, a Dealer’'s Permit to any person to deal in any wild
animal, trophy or meat. or any class of wild animals, trophies or meat speci-
fied in such permit.

7} A Dealer’s Permit shall be issued on payment of the prescribed fee and
shail ramain valid for a pericd of one yeur from the date of 5 issue unless

earlier cancelled,

(4} (i) The holder of a Dealer’s Permit shall maintain such register or record
of his dealings as the officer anthorised in this bebalf may require and shal
produce it for inspection at any reascnable time when called upon to deso ;

(ii) The officer authorised in this behalf may suspend or cancel Dealer’s
Permit at any time and if he suspends or cancels it, he shall record in wrting
the reason therefor.

(5) Nathing in this Article shall be construed to exempt the holder of a
Dealer’s Permit from complying with the provisions of Articles8:9, 11, [2 and {3.

16. Aun ufficer or any other person authorised by the Government in this
behall may stop any vehicle or vessel and may search without warrant any
person, vesscl. vehicie, animal, package, receptacle or covering or any suspected
place to satisfy himself as to whether or not an offence against this Order has
been committed.



17. An officer or any other person authorised by the Government in this
behalf, may seize any wild animal together with any firearm, net, trap, snare.
bow arrow or any vehicle or vessel or anything wharscever used or suspected
to have been used in the commission of an offence against this Order.

18, Every person in possession of an wiid animal or trophy specified in the
Second Schedule shall produce his Certificate of Lawful Possession on 2 demand
made by an officer or any other person authorised by the Government in this behalf,

19. Every purchaser of forest porduce, Public Works Department. Chauki-
dars, Dafadars, Village Watchmen, Village. Headmun, Chairman and members of
Tinion Panchayet, Kanungo and Tahsildar shal! be bound, in the ahsence of a
reasonable excuse, o give to an officer or any other person authorised by the
Government in tiis behalf information in respect of any sparing, trapping.
netting, unauthorised killing or any other offence against this Order committed
within the limits of nis jurisdiction. as scon as the commission of such offence
comes to his koowledse,

20. Notwithstanding anything contained in this Order, an officer or any
other person authorised to deal with the property seized under Article 17 which
is subject to speedy and natural decay may sell it and deal with the proceeds
thereof in the same manner as he would have dealt with such property ir it
would not have been sold.

21. () Notwithstanding any othér provisions of this Order. it shalinot be
an offence-—

(@) for any person to kill any wild animal by any weans in defence of
his own life or that of any other person;

(b) for the owner of any standing crops or his employee to  kill by aay
means within the bounds of such crops, 2ny wild animal egusing
material damage to such crops;

(¢) for the owner of livestock or his employee to kill any animal causing
damape to the livestock in any way within a reasonable distance of
where that livestock is grazing or where it is encnlsed for the night:

Provided that paragraphs (b) and (c) shall not apply to any unlawful occu-
pation of, or cultivation in, 2 national park, wild lifs sanctuary, or a
reserved or protected forest or to any livestock iliegally grazing or
herded therein.

{2) The killing under clause (/) of any wild animal specitied in the First or
Third Schedule shall be reported to the nearest officer immediately.

{3} The meat or trophy, or any protected or game animal killed under this
Article shall be the property of the Government and shall be disposed of in
such manner as the officer authorised in this behalf may determine,

22, When in any proceedings taken under this Order or in consequence of
anything done under this Order a question arises as to whether any wild animal,
trophy or meat is the property of the Government, such wild W l:l! trophy
or meat shall be presumed to be the property of the Government until the



contrary is proved. Provided that the burden of proving that the accused is
in lawful possession, custody or control of such wild animal, meat or troph
shall lic on such persoen. y

23, (1) The Government may, by notification in the official Gazeite, declare
any arca to be wild life sanctuary.,

(2) No person shall—

(/) enter or reside in any wild life sanctuary; or

(i) cultivate any land in any wild life sanctuary: or
(i) damage or destroy any vegetation in any wild life sanctuary; or

(iv) hunt, kill or capture any wild amimal in any wild life sanctuary or
within one mile from the boundartes of a wild life sanctuary; or

{v) introduce any exotic species of animal into a wild life sanctuary; or

(vi) introduce any domestic animal or allow any domestic animal to stra
into a wild Iife suncruary; or Y

(vii) cause any fire in a wild life sancluary; or
(viii) pollute water flowing in or through a wild life sanctuary:

Provided that Government may, for scientific purposes or for aesthetic epjoy-
ment or betierment of scenery, relax all or any of the prohibitions
specified above,

(3) The Government may declare any area to be a national park wh
following acts shall not be allowed, numely:— P where  the

(i) hunting, killing or capturing any wild animal in a national park
within the radius of one mile outside its boundary; park and

(if) firing any gun or doing any other act which may disturb any wild
animal or fiomg any act which may interfere with the breeding places
of any wild amimaf;

(iff) felling, taping, burnisg or in any way damaging or destroying, taking
collecting or removing any plant or tree therefrom; e

(iv) clearing or breaking up any land for cultivation, miring or for any
other purpose;

(v) polluting water flowing in and through the national park:

Provided that the Gavernment may, for scientific purpn-ot o- for betterment
of tne national park or for aesthetic enjoyment of scemery or for
any other exceptional ‘reusons, relax all or any of the prohibitions
specified above,



(4) Construction of access roads, rest houses and hotels and provision of
amenities for the public shall be so planned as may not impair heprimary
object of the establishment of a national park.

(5) The Government may declare any area to be 2 game reserve and allow
hunting and shooting of wild animals under a spectal permit wherein the
maximum pumber of the wild animais t0 be killed and the area and the
duration for which such permul shall remun vaiid shall be specified.

(6) Such aiterations in the boundaries of wild hfe sanctuaries, national parks
and game reserves may be affected as the Government may approve.

24. (1) Where the Government is satisfied that anarea of private land has
been dedicated by its Owner to the same purposes as a game reserve, the
Government, on an application of the owner, declare, by notification n the
official Gazelte, such area to be a private game reserve,

(2) The owner of such private game reserve shall, within its boundary,
exercise 'all the powers of an officer under tnis Order.

(3) If the Government is satisfied thata privale game reserve does not
meet the requirements {ur Leiug treated as suvo, the Guverwmeal g any me,
declare, by notification in the official Gazette, that it has ceased to be a private
game reserve from such date as may be specificd in the notification.

25. [nterference by any ane i the discharge of the duties of a Government
servant or any person authorised under this Order shall be an oftence.

26. (D) If a person—

{a) contravences or attempts 10 contravene the provisions of Articles 5, 7, 9

10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15 ang 23, he shal! be pumshed with imprison

ent which may, subject to the minimum of six months, extend

to one year akd also with a fine which may, subject to the mirimum

of Taka five hundred, extend to Taka ong thousand, and the hunting

licence, gun licence under Arms Act, 1878, shooting permit or special

permit issued to such person shall be cancetied and the firearms,

vehicles, vessels, witercrafl, appliances or anythiag used in  the

commission of the offence including the wild animals meat or trophy
found in his posscssion shali be confiscated;

(b) contravences or attempts to contravene the provisions of Articles & and
25, ke shall be punished with imprisonment which may, subject to the
wmitimum of one year, extend to two years and also with 2 fine
which may, subject to the minimum of Tauka ore thousand, extend to
Taka two thousand and the hungng'licence, gun licence under Arms
Act, 1878, shooting permit or special Permit issued to such person
shall be canceiled and the fircarms, vehicles, vessels, watercrafts,
appliances or anything used in the commission of the offence includ-
ing the wild anirpat, meat or trophy found in his gzitzciing shall
be wonfiscated,

(c) contravences or attempts to contravene the provisions of Articles 18 and

21, he shall be punished with a fine which may, subject to the
mitimum of Taka two hundred and fifty, extend to Taka five hundred



(2) Any person who conrravetces any provision of this Order or any rule
made thercunder for the comtravention of which no specific penalty has been
provided. shall be punishable with imprisonment for a tern: which may extend
to ;ix months, or with fice which may extend to Taka five hundred, or with
both,

27. No court shall take cognizance of any otfence under this Order except
on the complaint of an officer or uf any persou appoeinied under this Order
and authorised by the Government in this behalf

28, Nothing contained in this Order shall be deemed to prevent any person
fiom being prosccutcd under any other law for any ust of conmlission of vinissivn
which constitutes an offence under this Qrder, oc from beiog liable under any
other law 1o any higher punishment or pepalty than that provided by this Order.

29. Wheun an offender is not known or cannot be found. anvy officer autho-
rised in this behalf may, if he finds that ao offence has been committed,
confiscate the property used in the commission of the offence.

3J0. The Government may, as and when copsiders it necessary, set up 4
mobila couct for trving oflences under this Order,

31. (1) Any officer or any -other person authorised in this behalf may,
without orders from a Magistrate and without 3 warrant, arrest any person
agamnst whom a reasonable suspicion exists of his having been concerned in any
offence under this QOrder,

{2y Every otficer making an arrest under this Acticle shall, without unnecessary
delay and subject to the provisions of this Order as to refeusc on  bond, take
or send the person arrested hefore the Magistrate having jurisdiction in the case
or the officer-in-charge of the nearest police station,

32, Any oathecer not helow the rank of Forest Ranger or Wild Life Super-
visor or equivalent rank who has arrested any person under Articie 31 mav
releasc  such person on his executing & bond to appezr. if and when so
required, before the Magisirate having jurisdiction in the case or before the
officer-ifi-charge of the ncarest police station.

33, Every officer or any other person authorised in this behalf shall be
competent to take all [awful means to prevent the comraission of any offence
under this Order.

34, The offences under this Order shall be tried by a Magistrate of the
First Class.

35, The DNistrice Magistrate or any Magistrate of the First Class spesially
empowered by the Government m this behaff may try an offence pugishzble
uader this Order summarily, under the Code of Crimiral Precedure, §89%
subject to the provision of Chapter XXII ot that Code. ’



36. (1) The Government may, by notification in the official Gazette, empower
an officer—

(@) to accept from any person against whom a reasenable suspicion exists
that he has committed any offence under this Order 3 sum of money
by way of compensation for the offence which sucih person is suspected
to have commilted; and

(b) to releuse any property which has been seized as lable to confiscation,
on payment of such value thersof as wmay he estimated by such
officer;

(c) to discharge in such cases as may be prescribed lhe suspected person
if he is in custedy or to relase the seized property on payment of
such sum of meney, or such value as compensation to such olficer
as may be determined and to witidraw the proceedivgs agaiost suca
person  Or  property.

(2) The sum of money accepted as compensation under sub-clause (g) of
clause (1) shall not be less tnan Taka one thousand and shall not exceed

Taka two thousand.

(3) No officer small bave power to compound a second and subsequent
offence against the same person oOr persons uader tais Order.

37. Any person in possession of arms under a licence issued under the

Arms Act, 1874, and residing within 3 miles frum. the boundary of a wild life
sanctuary, national park or game reserve snall, witain 90 days of ihe promul-
gation of this Order. apply to the nearest officer authorised in this behalf in

prescribed form for the registration of bis name.
38. The Government may vest in any officer or avy otner person authorised
in this beha!f alt or any of the following powers, pamely:—
(a) the power of a civil court to compel the atiendance of wilnesses and
the production of documens and material objects:

() the power to issue a searca-warrant under tae Code of Criminal Proce-
dure, 1898;

{€) tne power to hold an inquiry lato an offence upder tis Order and In
the course of such inquiry to receive and record evidence; an

(d) the power to prosecute a case before a Magistrate.

19. All officers under this Qrder shall be deemed io be public servanis
within the meaning of tie section 21 of tie Penal Code.

40. Under tnis Order. carrying of fire arms up to the rank of Junior Wild
Tife Scont <hail be treated as part of the umform.

41. No suit, prosecution or other legal proceedings spall lie against any
officer for anvthing dome in good faith or iutended to be done in pursuance
of any provisions of tiis Order or the rules made thereunder.



42. All police officers shall, upon request made by any person employed
ungcr this Order, assist nim in the due discharge of his dutics upder this
Order.

43. An officer may, in tie course of ius official duties, resort to the use
of firearms in exercise of nis right of private defence of person and properties
whei the situation and circumstances are beyond the paysical control of such

officer.

44. The Goverument may, by notification in tne official Gazette, delegate
all or any of the powers conferred upon it under the provisions of this Order
to any officer subordinate to it

45. Notwitnstanding anything contained in this Order, the Government may,
in the interest of scientific or any public purpose, allow, by notifications in tie
official Gazette. killing vr captuiing ol any wild auimal in such place aod by
such means as may be specified in the notification.

46. The Government may, by notification in the official Gazette. in respect
of any specified area—

(/) add to or exclude from a Schecule any wild bird or animal subject
to such conditions as may be prescribed;

(ii) alter the period during which any wild bird or animal specified in the
First Scheduie may be killed.

47. (D) The Government may, by netification in the official Gazette, make
rules for the purpose of carrying into efect the provisions of tnis Crder.

{2) In particular and without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing
power, such rules may prescribe—

(a) the powers and duties of the officers and other person authorised in
this benalf;

(8) the form in wnich. and the terms and conditions on Waich, a licence
or a permit or 2 special licence or a special permit may be granted;

(c) the fees to be charged for any licence or permit or a special licence
or special permit;

(d) in the case of any species of wild animais. the number and the sex
that may be killed under a licence;

(e) rewards to be given to the persoms who render help in the detection
of offences under this Qraer;

(f) the aulborities by whom licences may be issued; and
